¦ǎƛƴƎ ŀ рκонέ ƘŜȄ 
key wrench, remove 
the three (3) pre-
installed pan-head 
screws from the 
back flange.   

STEP 2 
Place the brake  
mechanism onto the 
first flange.  The shape 
of the brake matches 
ǘƘŜ άǇƻŎƪŜǘέ ƛƴ ǘƘŜ 
flange.  There is only 
one correct way to 
align it.   

STEP 3 
Align the front 
flange with the 
brake assembly and 
ǳǎƛƴƎ ŀ рκонέ ƘŜȄ 
key wrench, attach 
the two flanges 
together with the 3 
pan-head screws. 

STEP 4 
¦ǎƛƴƎ ŀ рκонέ ƘŜȄ ƪŜȅ 
wrench, remove the  
pre-installed pan-head 
screws from the crank 
handle.   
 

Loosen 
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STEP 5 
¦ǎƛƴƎ ŀ рκонέ 
hex key wrench 
and the pan-had 
screw, attach 
the crank handle 
to the front 
flange.  

STEP 6 
¦ǎƛƴƎ ŀ оκуέ ƘŜȄ ƪŜȅ ǿǊŜƴŎƘΣ 
remove the  pre-ƛƴǎǘŀƭƭŜŘ ѹέ Ȅ нέ 
socket-head cap screw from the 
arm elbow.   
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Tighten 

STEP 7 
LƴǎŜǊǘ ǘƘŜ ѹέ Ȅ нέ 
socket-head cap 
screw through the 
hole in the base and 
tighten the base to 
ǘƘŜ ŀǊƳ ǳǎƛƴƎ ŀ оκуέ 
hex key wrench. 

Tighten 
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STEP 8 
Slide the drum & flange 
assembly onto the reel axle.  

STEP 9 
After 
applying 
some thread 
sealant, use 
ŀ тκуέ 
wrench to  
tighten the 
swivel into 
the axle.  

STEP 10 
¦ǎƛƴƎ ŀ мнέ ŎǊŜǎŎŜƴǘ 
wrench, tighten the 
brass nut against the 
flange.  Tighten snug 
but DO NOT over-
tighten.  

Tighten 
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STEP 11 
Brake Adjustment 
Start by removing 
the small plastic 
plug from the center 
of the drum using a 
small straight 
screwdriver. 

STEP 12 
LƴǎŜǊǘ ŀ мκуέ ƘŜȄ ƪŜȅ 
wrench into the hole 
and into the brake 
mechanism. Turn 
clockwise until it 
engages (starts to 
tighten).  From that 
point, the more you 
tighten, the more 
drag the brake will 
apply when the hose 
is pulled out.  

STEP 13 
Once the 
desired 
amount of 
drag is 
obtained, 
replace 
the plastic 
plug into 
the center 
of the 
drum.   
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
